i. Rademacher: NDSU is going to Bismarck on Wednesday to testify on NDSU’s budget bill, and if it passed by then we could implement it into that.

1. Simmer: I support this SR because faculty spend a huge amount of time on our education, and I have heard a lot of concerns by multiple groups. Supporting our faculty directly affects the quality of our education. 
2. Evenson: Does anyone know offhand what they are being paid relative to other places?
a. Rademacher: I can look for it and get back to you. Cost of living has gone up, but salaries have not. We can all attest to the fact that faculty are leaving because they are not being paid their value 
3. Nitsch: I support this SR, competitive wages draw competitive faculty. I yield time to Rademacher. 
a. Rademacher: To clear up any confusion, the 4% increase is a recommendation from the State Board of Higher Education. 
4. Benson: This has been a big discussion within the College of Business, as we have lost 3 important faculty within the college and has pushed as back about 3 years in regard to progress within certain programs, especially entrepreneurship. 
5. Ludewig: The Psychology Department only has one clinical psychologist now, which has reduced the number of interns they can take every year. 
6. Evenson: For clarification, does this mean 4% each year?
a. Rademacher: It would be 4% this year, and then another 4% increase off of that next year 
7. Pouliot: Something to consider is that we are voting for our constituents, and a huge concern for all students is remaining competitive with our draw of faculty.
